According to Head of Leisure Services, Peter Clark
aThe British Heart Foundation tells us that in the
UK one person suffers a heart attack every two
minutes but the majority could be saved if their
heart could be de®brillated - shocked back into
rhythm - within ®ve minutes.

awith the equipment on site at each of our centres,
anyone trained in Cardio Pulmonary Resuscitation
(CPR) and Automated External De®brillation (AED
can save a life. The application of an AED in those
®rst crucial minutes will increase a person's etafnc
survival from 5% to over 50%.

All the staff who have been trained are already
quali®ed to deliver Life Support and First Aidtand
was a natural progression for their training to be
enhanced to deliver AED and oxygen therapy.
They can be called upon not only by the pool staff
but by all other front line staff, including thengy

staff who deal with the cardiac re-habilitation and
GP referral programmes. The quali®cation also
enables us to offer the training to other departrtgen
