
 

Kings Park Rose Garden Project 
 
Work has started on the new rose garden for the park. The work began on site with 
the setting out for the construction of stone pathways, seating areas, arbours and 
trelliswork, a central stone feature and a stone feature sundial. Construction work is 
expected to take approx 4 weeks to complete. Landscaping works and planting of 
the roses will follow in March. 
There will be some disruption to the area although this will be kept to a minimum. 

 

Gate restoration 
The project for restoring the gates and 
railings will soon be completed, the work 
taking longer than planned due to 
additional structural work needed on the 
pillars and the bad weather. 

Bowling green irrigation 
Work to install an automatic irrigation system 
for the Bowling Green was completed in 
December; Work to finish the pathway around 
the bowling green is still on going.
