General health A self-assessment of health over the 12 months prior to Census Day (April 29th, 2001)

Unpaid care Provision of unpaid care refers to looking after, giving help, or support to family members, friends, 


neighbours or others, because of long-term physical or mental ill-health or disability, or problems 
relating to age.

Household Comprises one person living alone, or a group of people, who are not necessarily related, living at the 

same address and sharing either a living room or sitting room, or at least one meal a day. 
Overcrowding	 This is provided by an occupancy rating of -1. Occupancy rating is a measure of under-occupancy and 

overcrowding, e.g. a value of -1 implies there is one room too few and that there is overcrowding in 
the household. It is assumed that every household, including one person households, requires a 
minimum of two common rooms (excluding bathrooms).

Dependent children Persons aged 0-15 (whether or not in a family), or a person aged 16-18 who is a full-time student, in a 

family with parent(s). 
Lone parent A lone mother or father living alone with their child(ren), or a lone grandparent with grandchild(ren) 

where there are no children in the intervening generation in the household. 
Pensioner Women aged 60 and over and men aged 65 and over.

Registered social Includes accommodation rented from a Housing Association, Housing Co-operative, Charitable Trust, 


landlord Non-profit housing company or other Registered Social Landlord. 
Private landlord Includes accommodation rented from a private landlord or letting agency, or other non Social landlord. 
Other rented Includes accommodation rented from employer of a household member, relative or friend of a 

household member or living rent free.

Household space Accommodation occupied by an individual household, or available for an individual household if 

unoccupied. 
Vacant	 This information was provided by the enumerator. Household spaces which were identified as absent, 

refusals or non-returns and did not subsequently have a household imputed, were classified as vacant.

Communal establishment Establishments providing managed residential accommodation, where managed is full-time or part-time 

supervision of the accommodation, e.g. prisons, hospitals, large hotels. Special rules apply to small 
hotels, guesthouses and sheltered accommodation.
