You said; we documented. See inside for full details of the comments made at the community events held in Clayworth in March 2024 – and thoughts as to next steps. 
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1. What is the purpose of this report?
This report collates all of the responses provided at the two Know Your Place events held in Clayworth in March 2024. The aim of the report is to provide a reference point for further discussion. 
2. What is Know Your Place?
Know Your Place is a new social learning tool developed by Bassetlaw District Council following its involvement in a government funded-pilot to explore new ways of supporting community-led planning. It aims to encourage curiosity and discussion around local issues, and to assist communities to identify and document local priorities. It is based on the premise that developing a better understanding of a place in the first instance will provide a firm foundation on which to consider if and how the themes raised could be responded to. This could, for example, include community projects, land use planning strategies, or further discussions or investigative work. Equally, better understanding of local issues may be a justifiable outcome in its own right. 
3. How has Know Your Place been employed in Clayworth?
Through discussion with Clayworth Parish Council, Bassetlaw District Council’s Neighbourhood Planning Team were invited to host two Know Your Place events in the Parish. The two events, hosted on Thursday 7th and Saturday 9th March 2024, attracted a combined attendance of over 90 people, demonstrating a keen interest from the local community.
The events included an exhibition of maps of different data about the Parish, such as heritage, flood risk, rights of way, and green spaces. These sat alongside theme sheets, designed to encourage discussion on a range of topics, such as housing, infrastructure, and aspirations for the Parish. 
Attendees were encouraged to view and add comments to all of the materials on display, and to read the comments left by other attendees. Comments provided during the first event were left in-situ for the second event, so that the picture continued to evolve. 
4. What did we find out and what does this mean?
As detailed over the following pages, the events have helped to identify a range of topics and issues of interest to the community. Some of these may simply be useful observations or help to affirm existing perceptions of the local area. Others may have more obvious implications that merit further exploration, whether by individuals, the Parish Council, or other parties – or through partnership working. The District Council will be glad to be involved in further discussion, and in supporting certain forms of responsive action, such as the development of a neighbourhood plan or a neighbourhood priorities statement (once new legislation to enable the latter is enacted). 
5. Response Data
5.1. Overview

All of the responses provided at the Know your Place events held in Clayworth in March 2024 are detailed below.  As you read through, we encourage you to think about what the comments mean, if anything surprises you, and if, how, and by whom, they could or should be responded to.

Location-Specific Observations


    
The village pond needs a bit of improvement!
Who owns it?
Check who owns it – feedback to CPC, please.
Many terraced houses along Town Street have no off road parking. A Key road is then effectively singe file which includes a bus route. No new development should be permitted without off-street parking.
Parking is a problem already, more traffic would cause accidents as cars try to avoid the lines of parked cars.
Field drain needs to be maintained regularly by the riparian owner.
Bad repair patch outside Katy’s Cottage – needs a proper road repair. Potholes keep appearing and are not repaired properly.
Could be a LGS (Memorial Hall and associated land).
Only central space - need to attract all ages. 
Look at wider project:
· Memorial Hall as village hub
· Improve access / signpost the park.
Old building has planning for new build. Cut hedges in front of building
Scope for linear development?
Village Green preserved as green space.
Widen? Enhance?
Monsaldale obscures view of junction.
Change priority at junction which is blind.
Gringley road is a B road - Town Street up to that point is too. But the rest of Town Street is effectively a side road.
Boat club is a tourism asset – the boats are canal boats (narrow boats) and mostly owned by non-residents. Potential pub goers and customers for village shop(s) if they were promoted/enhanced.

5.3. Landscape and Open Spaces

Landscape and Natural Environment

· Conservation. Protect all our fields, wooded areas etc. for wildlife.
· Clayworth should be protected the landscape, farm buildings, the whole village need protection.
· Please protect our open green spaces, where fields connect right into the village, e.g. on Town Street and Church Lane and St Peters Lane. The views and aspects connect village and landscape and heritage.
· Clayworth’s open spaces and fields surrounding the village should be protected. The views and landscape should be protected now and for future generations.
· Keep the farmland for our food security, not development, please.
· Keep our farmland for food and wildlife, not opportunistic landowners and developers who ‘smash and grab’.
· Protect our local area and landscape. Keep our farms – farmers feed the nation. Do not develop farmland and conservation areas. 
· One of the most complete and best areas of farmland and its associated village. Needs protection. Walks through this area very special. So important to wildlife and UK food self-sufficiently.
· Protect and enhance our landscape for wildlife. We are adjacent to Idle Valley Nature Reserve and SSSI on Canal. Please protect our landscape and enhance for future. 
· Protect our agricultural land. Protect our lovely wildlife. We need farmers for food. Do not sell agricultural land for development [x2].
· Fertile farmland needs preserving as farmland for food self-sufficiently and is part of the village tradition.
· Strategic views across farmland and Gringley and canal – consider AONB. 
· Publicise why Clayworth and its landscape is so special – a reason to be proud! How aware are people of how lucky we are to have such a special village in a special landscape?
· Please preserve our village. 
· Keep green [x2].
· Enhance wildflowers and increase biodiversity, verges.
· Big tourist area. 
· Accommodation and camping requirements in local area? Hardly anything.
· More benches to sit and admire the views.
· Is canal polluted (quality of water and litter)?
· Canal is a SSSI.
· We need to be encouraging wildlife with all the development going on in Bassetlaw. So they should protect our green spaces and the Canal should be cleared of mink - we lose swans and other water fowl every year!

· Amazing landscape with varied wildlife and footpaths and bridleways should be protected. 
· Maintain bridleways / public footpaths / hedges – too many are becoming overgrown.
· Footpaths need maintenance.
· Hedges cut back and grass verges maintained. 
· Hedges cut back along the public footpath – in places the hedges are so overgrown you have to walk on the road – not safe.
· Keep footpaths clear.
· Rights of way and public footpath maintenance – and associated stiles. 
· Protect footpaths.
· More walking routes to North Wheatley and Chesterfield Canal.
· Protect our footpaths and bridleways! Please tackle motorcycles (off-road) and quadbikes! So dangerous. My children were nearly hit on Sunday morning down St Peter’s Lane!
· [Quad bikes] are becoming more frequent.

Agricultural Land Classification

                      Please update!
Please update this urgently!
This classification is incorrect. Recent solar panel application withdrawal graded the land differently. 
Grade I agricultural Land NOT Grade 2/3a.

Clayworth heritage is as an agricultural village. The nickname when the farms were dairy for Town Street was “Cow Sh*t Alley”. The cows were taken down Town Street from farm fields to the milking parlour.
Heritage assets start at Bronze age -> Roman -> Saxon -> Viking -> Norman.
English Civil War + “Industrial” archaeology of Dutch drainage of the ancient Humber Lake through to Chesterfield Canal and WWII. This is intrinsically integrated with the landscape, village layout + building structure – lose part, the whole is lost. 
Much of the local land was graded higher from the independent assessments done in respect of the West Burton 4 Solar proposal (which it didn’t support).Increase to Grade 1, much of 3a to 2, and 3b to 3a. But all the land of all grades (at least grade 3b) is highly productive of food which supports the human food chain. This must be protected.
NO development on productive agricultural land, whatever its grading.
Recent ALC work produced as part of aborted solar application suggest high levels of BMV (best and most versatile) land.

Tree Preservation Orders

                Do not put solar on good quality land. It would destroy our landscape and heritage. Energy production should not be on fertile soil. Varied and rich wildlife. This is a farming village and should be protected.
Why is a willow on a tree preservation order?
Protect the areas (farming) around the village from development. Protect hedgerows. Protect wildlife. Protect footpaths.
Protect our landscape which is fairly unique to the Trent Valley. We have rich clay fertile soils which should not be developed for housing nor energy production. Poor quality soils should be used + brownfield.
There are many trees and hedges in the village which make up part of the character. These should be preserved other than overhanging branches and eliminating dead wood. Tree officer to approve.
Would be good to identify and record our hedgerows – they are important for the wildlife etc.

Housing





· House values are so high that two workers are often needed for a mortgage. 
· Surely there is no capacity to expand: local primary school full, infrastructure (roads, drainage, sewerage).
· Limit development to brownfield.
· There should be recognition that the villages rural context will be impacted should any significant housing numbers be allowed.
· Protect the village size and environment.
· No further development please!!!
· No residential development, unless: increased capacity of foul water sewerage, improved roads (potholes, collapsing haunches, whole areas need resurfacing, speed management through village), improved public transport, available employment, concomitant increase in capacity and convenience of all services and schools, police, GPs / hospitals / dental, and none on flood zones!
· No further development on green sites. Restrict to existing brownfield sites and restrict type of development to being in character with village. 
· Some smaller, cheaper housing please.
· Clayworth should not be spoilt by development. Please preserve our village. 
· The village population is so low that it is difficult to get support for things such as the Memorial Hall. We need more suitable housing to increase the village population.
· Please restrict development in the village – it is pretty perfect.
· Moved to this beautiful village a year ago. Moved here because it is small and beautiful and surrounded by stunning countryside. Moved to escape development of land, housing and lots of people. Please preserve this village. Absolutely no selling of land for housing. If you do this the peace and tranquillity of the place will be ruined and lost forever. Once places start being developed they usually snowball. I don’t want to live in a town – if I did I wouldn’t have moved here. 
· More affordable housing please – smaller cottages for single people / families. 
· If more housing approved, ask villagers. 
· Brownfield site development of affordable housing for young and old. Small scale. 
· Small scale affordable housing on brownfield preferably, and in-keeping with conservation status. No shop / school to support families currently in the village. 
· In terms of new houses, there are a few derelict barns in the village, and converting those would both preserve heritage and enable new houses to be built e.g. Beck Lane.
· Many of the buildings are still barns. Farmhouses and conversions of those that are listed.
· Clayworth is a linear development surrounded by green space – that is part of its character. Grange Barns are listed and can be viewed from Canal.
· We should have development boundary. This is a linear village, punctuated with fields, green spaces, trees and hedges. This aspect of character should be documented.



5.5. Transport, Infrastructure, and Flooding


Public Transport



· More frequent bus.
· An improved bus service.
· Better bus facilities.
· Reliable bus service [requested]!
· Integrated public transport.
· Bus service not coordinated with returning from Retford or bus pass concession in a morning (8:20 AM).
· Public transport frequency needs improving and extended times.
· Bus – no good (Agree – far too limited).
· More frequent buses, running later in the day so it is possible to work in Retford and get a bus home after 5!



Parking


· 
· Parking a problem in places.
· Parking issues.
· Parking needs to be more considerate at junctions and side roads.
· Pavement parking needs stopping! [x2].
· Cars parked too close to road junctions. 
· As public transport is poor, two cars are now required per house, or small cottage. Where do the cars go?
· Parking – nowhere to park, other than on the road. 
· A parking area / garage facilities for those in the village without any (parking) to free-up the main road.
· Parking issues on Main Street – speed control required.


Traffic


· 
· Road width – too small through village. 
· Gringley Road / Hayton Common is used as a short cut.
· The village is a rat run for a lot of vehicles. 
· Prevent HGVs and fast traffic cutting through the village.
· HGV traffic is also on the increase – there are weight limits on both bridges, but still a rat-run.
· Reduce HGV traffic (not agricultural).
· Limit use of roads by HGVs [x2].
· STEP – What is the route for contractors? Not through our village, please.
· Potential increase in traffic for STEP – a very real concern.
· Concern with increase in traffic that could come with development of Power Station.
· Implementation of 50 mph speed limit (on A631) resulted in large increase of vehicles coming on Wiseton Road through the village and up to Wheatley to power stations. 
· Speeding [x5].
· Speeding is already a problem in the village – more building will mean more traffic and exacerbate the problem. New houses will have possibly up to 4 cars each – there is only one road through the village!
· Speeding – traffic calming / restricted traffic flows.
· Speeding is a big problem – cars use the village as a rat run!
· Speeding! Traffic calming needed.
· Speed limit signs need to be positioned before the village bridges.
· Speeding through the village.
· Speeding along Town Street.
· Speeding! 30mph sign other side of Grays Bridge (i.e. Wiseton side) before cars go over bridge to village!
· Restrict speeding traffic. 
· Speeding cars through the village are a problem – would traffic calming help?
· Speed reduction measures – speed bumps, narrow the road near the Village Green.
· Speed bumps from Boat Club and bridge passed Church. Also weight limit if possible. 
· Speed signposts need to be moved to before the bridge entering and leaving the village – constant speeding drivers – also a speed sign identifying current speed. 
· Maybe speed bumps slowing drivers breaking the law. Accident waiting to happen – ridiculous speeds entering and leaving village. I would even offer to dig-up the sign and move it!
· Hayton through Clayworth to Drakeholes need to be 50mph and 20mph in village areas.
· Wiseton Road from Canal Bridge to Drakeholes needs 50 mph limit.
· We need automated speed limit warning signs at entrance to all village roads.
· Speed restrictions (chicanes).
· Move speed limit signs at the bridge – common sense prevails!
· Lower speed [of traffic].




Canal Bridges


· 
· Bridge over canal could have weight restrictions. Large vehicles should be on Gringley Road.
· Hump-back Canal Bridge needs to be single-file.
· Bridges are awful – not safe for travel.
· Heavy vehicles using Grays Bridge which is cracking and cars using us as a rat run.
· Canal Bridge on main road needs attention – cracking pillars. Speed restrictions [needed] on bridge approaches.
· View coming from Haughgate Hill into village is obscured by bridge – dangerous [x2].
· Junction at Boat Club [entrance] very dangerous. [Signage to warn drivers of the concealed entrance would be wise].


Road Maintenance


· 
· Road surfaces / potholes.
· General condition of roads – especially to Hayton.
· The Common to Hayton is collapsing on both sides (Clayworth Common Road).
· Atrocious roads – continuously from Clayworth Common through Main Street and Wiseton Road. Dangerous pot holes and uneven surfaces.
· Town Street road surface, particularly at the junction with the B1403, very very poor condition.
· Potholes [x3].
· Potholes all over the village. Potholes all over Bassetlaw!
· Our main road is one big pothole.
· Potholes – and the quality of the repairs is inadequate. 
· Lorries – cause the cottage to shake when hitting the potholes. Please repair properly.
· Potholes and failed patches through the village and the entire route to Retford. The whole village road needs resurfacing.
· Potholes poorly repaired – not just putting a bucket of asphalt on which comes out as soon as a car drives over it. 
· Potholes are repaired so poorly they only stay fixed for a moment anyway.
· Road surfaces.
· Road maintenance e.g. potholes.
· Poor road conditions.
· Road surfaces [need improving] [x2].
· Road surface through the length of Town Street.
· Better road surfaces.
· Town Street (is a problem).
· Dangerous lack of road repairs for traffic and pedestrians. 
· Mill Lane is down to the cobbles and is atrocious and very dangerous.
· Mill Lane is adopted – it needs the road scheme we were promised.
· Mill Lane is an adopted road and has been allowed to degrade over many years. It is now dangerous to walk, cycle, or drive down. It was supposed to have a road scheme to resolve this and direct water to the French drains which were located at the bottom. The tarmac surface is completely eroded and down to cobbles. 
· Upgrade services on “The Beck” – mainly OAPs property (street lighting, footpath, road covered in rainwater even after light rain).

Infrastructure


· 
· Drainage and rain.
· Poor drainage and blocked drains.
· Increase capacity of rainwater drains and foul water drainage.
· Increase capacity of Town Street culvert.
· Keep camber drains cleared.
· Sewerage needs improving.
· Keep integrity of village feeling.
· Road over dyke bridge in a terrible state. Toft Dyke needs re-alignment – stagnant pools in summer.
· No mains gas in Clayworth! People rely on heating oil and delivered gas. Can we have mains gas?

Risk of flooding from Rivers and Seas (Village)

Poor or out of date drainage capacity in the village, which is noticeable during periods of high rainfall. 
· Limited additional capacity for any new development.
Under water recently.
Surface water issues Gringley Road from fields – especially during recent heavy rains. But no flooding in village.
Katy’s Cottage does not flood at all.
Really grateful to the village group who have done so much to reduce the risk of flooding. Their work is essential!
Please remodel this [the flood data]. Our house does not flood from The Beck, but we struggle to insure our house because of this mapping. When we moved here the mapping was different and nothing has changed.
The beck does not drain away, therefore it leaves stagnant water, even during the winter. 
The beck often floods - free standing water.
No residential or other building development in the Idle flood plain or flood risk area!!!
Since Isle of Axholme [Internal Drainage Board] have resurfaced the floor of The Beck, the water no longer drains away and is now a health hazard.
No flooding at all on north west of Beck Lane.
Beck Lane flooded in 2007!!
No flooding experienced in the last 9 years
Flooding in garden 3 times in 24 years.
Recently The Beck rose to the top of its culvert.
Road on corner of The Beck and Town Street floods – drains need attention!
Beck House and Ruslings Farm flood from fields run-off.

French drains at bottom of Mill Lane overgrown + ineffective. Increases flooding on Mill Lane + Toft Dyke. Mill Lane should have a chamber to send water down drains as per initial scheme.

Inglenook Cottage floods from fields. Drains to be maintained.



Risk of Flooding from Rivers and Seas (Parish)


                   Church Lane: surface water run-off is experienced at times of heavy / sustained rainfall. 
Bottom of slope experiences flooding + poor drainage.
Can we request mapping of drainage managed by Internal Drainage Board / EA/ Landowners, as there are some under-road culverts where no-one seems to know where they lead.



5.6. Services and Community Safety


Local Services and Facilities


· A shop would be good (a further four people agreed).
· Well-served by weekly Post Office provision at Memorial Hall / daily newspaper delivery both provided by the Carnell family at Wheatley Post Office / Village Store. 
· A shop or café would be great! Shop would be good for elderly residents without access to a car. Café would be good to bring walkers to the village to appreciate and highlight our natural beauty! 
· There is a need to be mindful that any increase in services is unlikely to be sustainable – a drop-in Post Office once per week is probably sufficient based upon need and demand. 
· Post Office is quite sufficient. Perhaps if they sold bread / milk as well, as they have the shop / Post Office at Wheatley. No new shop – will bring traffic and parking problems to already narrow village with cars parked outside houses. 
· A shop would benefit the local community and more groups for families in Village Hall.
· Shop and / or tea room.
· Community shop.
· Library as centre of village.
· Use Village Hall as central space – open-up.
· An extra defibrillator at the Church end of the village!

Community Safety


· 
· Suggestion: fixed cameras on all entrances to Clayworth [x2].
· Clayworth needs a camera system in village to help with recognising “bad actors”. It would certainly deter criminal activity. 
· We need a greater police presence.

Clayworth is situated on the old Roman Road. The church dates back to Anglo-Saxon times with further additions / alterations in Norman times. It contains many interesting archaeological and historical artefacts – 1556 tomb of Sir Humphrey Fitzwilliam – oldest plasterwork monument in the country. 1904/5 Traquair Murals by Phoebe Anna Traquair – largest work of art by this artist outside of Scotland.
Clayworth’s heritage is a great asset to Bassetlaw! It should be given more prominence and protection. It is very complete farming village. It is part of the landscape.

Designation of Clayworth Neighbourhood Area 
In May 2024, Clayworth Parish Council lodged a request with the District Council to designate the Parish as a ‘neighbourhood area’, which would enable the production of a neighbourhood plan. Designation of the Clayworth Neighbourhood Area was approved by the District Council on 25 July.  This does not necessarily require further action but means that a neighbourhood plan for the Parish could now be produced if there is agreement that this is a productive way forward. 
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Know your Place: what’s in a name?

The name ‘Know Your Place’ has an intentional dual meaning. On one hand it reflects the opportunity the initiative provides for all involved to learn more about the local area. This could be through viewing the information on display, through reading the contributions made by attendees, or through discussion both at and following community events. The name is also a conscious acknowledgement of the invaluable role communities have in shaping spatial knowledge and informing local priorities. Collectively, the initiative works on the basis that all parties have valuable knowledge and experience to share, but also the capacity to learn from the valuable knowledge and experience of other people.
